Class Presentation Guidelines

Each group is required to prepare a ten minute presentation in which they present their assigned side of each argument. Each presentation must include:

1.) A comprehensive answer based in both research and opinion. Include multiple points and reasons for your argument. Each presentation must be a whole ten minutes long. 

2.) Some type of visual. This may be in the form of a hand-out, power point presentation, or projected document, which outlines and organizes the tenants of your argument. 

3.) The use of musical examples played for the class as part of the discussion. 

4.) Attendance on both presentation days, regardless of if you are presenting or not. Attendance will be taken and failure to attend will affect your grade.

Hints:

-Be articulate. Eliminate the use of ‘like’ or ‘umm’ from your presentation vocabulary. Plan out what you want to say and incorporate the use of note cards if necessary. 

-Rehearse your presentation. Practice what speaking for ten minutes feels like. Your presentation may be too short or too long, depending. Make necessary adjustments. 

-Do not be afraid to ask questions. I understand that some of these topics may be challenging for you to navigate through on your own. I am available for office hours, or through email to answer any questions you might have, provide guidance, or to proof-read.
