Concert Report Guidelines

Requirements:
· Ticket stub or program stapled in the upper left hand corner.
· Attend entire performance and abide by concert etiquette. 
· Minimum two pages.
Format: 

Times New Roman, 12 point font


Double Spaced


First person acceptable


Name listed in top right hand corner
Content: 

View this concert report as if you are a reporter for a newspaper of magazine.  Write a summary of both the concert as a whole and specifically each piece performed.*  Describe in analytical detail, as we have learned in class, the music that you are listening to.  You may comment on any aspect of the music, from critiquing the composition to the performance.  Describe if you enjoyed the piece of music, and if you enjoyed the concert.  Research is not necessary for this assignment.
*If your concert contained more than three pieces, select at least three to report on, but no more than five. 

The Concert Report is due the day of the final. 
Additionally, extra concert reports may be completed and turned in for up to 5 points extra credit. 

Accepted concerts:
· Collegiate level or higher
· A western classical music or jazz concert is acceptable
· Any size (Orchestra, chamber, solo recital)

· Some stage shows are acceptable!  Ballet and Opera are; Musicals are not
· If you have questions about if your concert is okay or not, just ask!

Audience Etiquette

Getting the most out of your concert going experience!

What should I wear? 


More and more it is becoming acceptable to dress casually when attending a classical music concert. However, part of the fun in attending a concert is that it is a special occasion. Take this opportunity to dress up. Wear slacks, a skirt, dress, or nice sweater. Do not wear jeans, sneakers or sweats. 

When you arrive:


Be on time. Once the performance has begun the ushers will shut the doors and not allow you in until the next pause in the program. By arriving late not only are you missing out on a portion of the concert, but you are distracting the other audience members from giving their complete attention to the stage. 


Once you’ve found your seat TURN YOUR CELL PHONE, BLACKBERRY, or PAGER OFF. Silent and vibrate modes are not sufficient as they create sounds or lights that will distract you and your fellow audience members. Use this time before the concert starts to read your program as it will contain information that will help you to better understand what you’re about to hear. You can also visit quietly with the people on either side of you, go to the bathroom or get a drink of water. Do not speak loudly or get out of your seat excessively. Once the concert commences, intermissions are the only acceptable times to leave your seat. 

Once the performance starts:


Be attentive and respectful. Do not talk, even in a whisper, avoid excessive movement or shifting in your seat. Give your complete attention to the performance. This will ensure that you are getting the most out the performance and that you are allowing your fellow audience members to enjoy their concert experience undistracted. 


In a musical, such as Phantom of the Opera, reactions are not only acceptable, but encouraged. If something is funny, laugh. If you are surprised, gasp. If the singing is exceptional or impressive, applaud afterward. The performers gage audience reaction as a sign of how engaging and entertaining they are. 

When the performance is over:


Show your appreciation by clapping. There are a various acceptable ways for you to express yourself if you were especially pleased by the performance. You can stand up, yell “Bravo!”, or simply continue clapping. Extended applause is what is known as a ‘curtain call’ in classical music. Any of these are effective ways to tell the performers that you enjoyed their efforts. Yelling or “WOO-ing” is not an acceptable or polite way to behave when applauding. Reserve this behavior for pop or rock concerts.
