• How to submit your ACT scores or how to complete the Kirkwood placement test scores (COMPASS) 
• How to transfer your COMPASS test scores if you are transferring in from another college 
• How to establish your Eagelnet password 
• How to sign up for an Advising Session per your area of interest
