Example 1:
Jane Student is 25 and lives with her boyfriend, Jason. They have a child who attends Kirkwood Kids. Her boyfriend supports her and her son while she attends Kirkwood. Jane’s parent helps out with some expenses as well. The rent for Jason and Jane’s apartment is $600/month. Utilities are $100/month; food is $250/month. Gasoline and insurance for their paid for 1994 Civic is $90/month. Child care costs are $600/month. For those expenses, Jane’s share would be half, so that’s what she should put in the chart (see below). Jane’s cell phone costs $40/month. Other personal expenses for her and her child are around $50/month. Jane figures she goes to the doctor a few times each year and has a $25 office co-pay. Plus a couple of prescriptions, she estimates her medical expenses are around $10/month. Jane’s parents pay her half of the childcare expenses. Jane receives FIP which she uses to pay for gas, cell phone and personal expenses for herself and her child. Jason pays for the rest.

John estimates his medical expenses are around $15/month. Childcare is only $400/month at Kirkwood Kids as a friend watches his daughter a few times each week for free.
