KIRKWOOD COMMUNITY COLLEGE
Transfer Plan – Coe College Business Administration Degree
General Guidelines:  Kirkwood graduates who hold an Associate of Arts (AA) degree and who have achieved a cumulative grade-point average of 2.50 or better are granted junior status at Coe (18 course credits, equivalent to 60 semester hours).  Otherwise, any course may be transferred from Kirkwood if the course grade is C or better and if the course is replicated at Coe.  A maximum of 60 semester hours is accepted from community colleges.  

General Education:  AA graduates from Kirkwood who have earned a cumulative grade-point average of 2.5 or higher will satisfy Coe’s general education requirements with the exception of one to three additional courses at Coe.  The courses are worked out in consultation with the student’s Coe advisor and may be taken any time prior to graduation from Coe.
